It also offers the opportunity to participate in an Evidenced Based Psychotherapy Clinical rotation that provides training in a variety of evidenced-based treatment modalities (i.e. CPT, PE, CBT-I, etc). In addition to the Psychology Internship Program, VASNHS provides training to practicum students pursuing their Doctoral degree in Clinical Psychology at the University of Nevada, Las Vegas (UNLV).
